The information is as accurate as we can make it but details, statistics, 
and test results can change quickly (and of course, mistakes Ñ typographical and otherwise Ñ do 
occur). Please contact individual breeders for more specific information about a particular flock. Ask 
about health records and test results, the status of the flock, methods of eradication, etc.

We invite you to 
join in our mission to build awareness and provide education and support when requested. Annual 
membership dues ($15 U.S.) are our sole source of funding.
